What about non-Catholics or non-
Christians, will God save them?

After all, most people are not Catholic
and may have never heard about
Jesus or his Church.
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“Go,... and make disciples of all
nations, baptizing them in the name of
the Father, and of the Son, and of the
Holy Spirit, teaching them to observe
all that | have commanded you. And
behold, | am with you always, until the
end of the age” (Mt 28: 19-20)
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Jesus is the savior of all people. He is also the
head of his body, the Catholic Church, which he
uses to be “the sacrament of salvation, the sign

and the instrument of the communication of God
and men”
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But what about all those
who do not know this great
truth? What about those
who are not Catholic?
Does the Lord save them?

Our Church finds a strong
link with other religions and
finds goodness and truth in
them and considers them as
“a preparation for the
gospel...given by Him who
enlightens all men so that
they may finally have life”
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It is important to stress that God loves everyone, even
those who have not heard the gospel or perhaps only
have received an incomplete picture of Jesus. “This is
good and pleasing to God our Savior, who wills everyone
to be saved and to come to knowledge of the truth” (1 Tm

2:3-4).
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The Church teaches that
God does indeed
extends his salvation to
all people who are trying
to live a good life as best
they can.
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The Second Vatican Council sums up the Catholic position:

Those also can attain to everlasting salvation who
through no fault of their own do not know the
gospel of Christ or His Church, yet sincerely seek
God and, moved by grace, strive by their deeds to
do his will as it is known to them through the
dictates of conscience. Nor does divine Providence
deny the help necessary for salvation to those who,
without blame on their part, have not yet arrived at
an explicit knowledge of God, but who strive to live
a good life, thanks to His grace.
